STUDENTS' UNDERSTANDING OF THE IMPORTANCE AND
ROLE OF SILENCE (BASED ON A QUESTIONNAIRE SURVEY)

This paper demonstrates the multifaceted nature of research into the communicative
phenomenon of silence. Based on a questionnaire survey of 151 students at higher
education institutions in the Republic of Belarus, the dialectical role of silence in
communication is demonstrated. It is noted that the absolute majority of students (89.4% of
respondents) recognize teaching silence as a promising direction in improving
communication.
