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Decomposition is the opposite of traditional composition, which demonstrates the
development of formative logic from the particular to the general. Decomposition considers
an object as a system continuously connected to space, which is relevant in the context of the
current situation, since it allows to design an object, taking into account the environment
associated with it and its parameters. The article discusses examples of the application of
decomposition logic in architectural objects — the works of Peter Eisenman and Frank Gehry,
through which the complexity of covering a complex environmental compositional situation
is demonstrated. The large form, assembled from small elements, responds materially and
plastically to the environment, reflecting the metaphors of the surrounding space.
