The object of the workis the legal relations arising in the field of the digital econo
my under integration processes, and the subject is China's domestic legislation, norms
of international law, as well as their application practices and emerging conflicts.

The subject of the Domestic legislation related to the digital economy in China, in
ternational legal norms (including RCEP, CPTPP, WTO rules, etc.) and their applicati
on practices, as well as the conflicts and adaptations arising between them in the proc
ess of regional and global integration. The topic also covers the internal and externalc
hallenges faced by China’s digital economy regulation, such as domestic legal fragme
ntation and international regulatory barriers.

The purpose of this workis to analyze the legal regulation of China's digital econo
my in the context of regional and global integration, to identify gaps and contradiction
s between China's domestic legislation and the norms of international agreements (RC
EP, CPTPP), and to develop practical recommendations for optimizing the legal regi
me.

Research methods- theoretical analysis, synthesis, legal comparison, historical co
mparison, case study.

Research results and novelty:

1.A three-level analytical framework ("China — Region — Global") is constructed f
orthe first time to assess the impact of integration processes on the legal regulation of
China's digital economy.

2.The impact of regulatory misalignments is quantified: discrepancies in data local
ization requirements lead to a 15-20% increase in cross-border compliance costs for C
hinese companies.

3. The paradox of data governance—'it dies when relaxed, it becomes chaotic whe
n regulated'—and the 'trilemma’' of the legal nature of data are identified and analyzed.

4. Concrete recommendations are developed across three levels (regional, national,
global) with a clear implementation schedule until 2029, including the establishment
of an RCEP "data flow whitelist" and a cross-border compliance platform for enterpri
ses.
