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Resumption of capital punishment in the USA

The implementation of death penalty was suspended in USA in 1972 by
Furman v. Georgia case. The justices expressed concerns about the apparent
arbitrariness with which death sentences were imposed under the existing laws and
banned implementation of death penalty till those laws are improved [1]. After the
Furman decision, the states amended their death penalty statutes to meet the new
rules dictated by Furman decision. In 1976 five similar cases (Gregg v. Georgia,
Proffitt v. Florida, Jurek v. Texas, Woodson v. North Carolina, Roberts v. Louisiana)
were combined under a single name Gregg v. Georgia. All five cases have the
same general background facts behind them. Those five defendants were accused
of murder and sentenced to death. Their states were among those, which have
changed their death penalty statutes after Furman. Each state’s Supreme Court
confirmed the death sentence. The defendants, then, appealed to the US Supreme
Court about their sentences and wanted the Court to announce the death penalty to
be «cruel and unusual punishment» [2], meaning it violated the 8" Amendment to
the US Constitution. So the Court agreed to hear the cases.

In those cases, the Court aimed at providing a better and univocal guidance to
states, considering the maid before Furman decision. There was one main reason
why in Furman case judges mostly voted for the suspension of death penalty.
It was considered cruel and unusual punishment because there were no efficient
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
