ABSTRACT

Structure: The diploma work “Aliases of Russian writers as a result of lin-
guocreactive processes in anthroponomics™ consists of an introduction, two chap-
ters, conclusion and bibliography. The amount of the work is 59 pages.

The object of the research is aliases of Russian writers of XVIII-XX centu-
ries, extracted from the I. F. Masanov’s dictionary of aliases. Workingcard-file of
our study is 3757 units.

The subject of the study is linguistic and social motivation of Russian writers’
aliases and structural and grammatical characteristics of dataunits as the basis for
integrated classification of aliases.

The aim of this work is to systematize the information available in the scien-
tific literature about aliases as a specialelement of anthroponimical language sys-
tem, to represent their structural and semantic classification on the material about
aliases of Russian writers, to complete the traditional classification on the base of
our research.

"Dictionary of aliases of Russian writers, scientists and public figures" by
I. F. Masanov served as the material for analysis.

Novelty consists in integrating classification of aliases of Russian writers of
the XVIII-XX centuries, based on both formal and the functional-semantic param-
eters, which was first developed in this work.

Field of application: Theoretical results obtained in this diploma work as well
as valuable anthroponimical material can be used in courses and special courses in
onomastics, linguistics, literature, word formation for philological specialties at
universities, and also for elective classes in the Russian language and literature in
secondary school.
