The object of research of the graduation work is formulas of speech etiquette
in the speech of pupils of 5-9 forms and skills of their usage.

The subject of research is the technique of the development of the
communicative competence of pupils in the sphere of the speech etiquette.

The purpose of research — theoretically justify the prospects for training
of speech etiquette students and develop guidelines for its assimilation in the study
of Russian language in grades 5-9.

Methods: a theoretical analysis of the literature on the study; analysis of the
current program-methodical material; pedagogical supervision; experiential
learning.

The graduation work includes introduction, two chapters, two conclusions
from the chapters, final conclusion, bibliography.

In the graduation work theoretical basics of the speech etiquette, etiquette
formulas, specificity of Belarusian and Russian speech etiquette are analyzed; the
significance of the speech etiquette in personal and communication formation of
pupils of the secondary school is explained, the analysis of the methodical
experience of teaching the speech etiquette the 5-9 forms is carried out, the topical
planning of the materials for forms is specified and methodical recommendations
for teaching the speech etiquette for the main (5-6 forms) and supporting (7-9
forms) steps are worked out.

The presented methodical materials can be used by teachers for teaching
pupils of 5-9 forms at the lessons of the Russian language and at the facultative
lessons.

As our research shows, pupils are able to develop necessary skills if the
additional work will be carried out, the realization of which will help the general
development of speech and the development of habits of speech behavior in the
situations of etiquette communication as one of the conditions of the successful
social adaptation.
