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Diploma thesis is devoted to the formation of socio- ethical concept of Fichte
within his philosophical system, as well as its theoretical analysis. Special attention
is also paid to the work of a «Closed commercial state» as the quintessence of

social, ethical and political views Fichte prior to 1800.

The object of this study is to Fichte's philosophical heritage, and its subject - the
socio-ethical and utopian views of the German philosopher, expressed in his
philosophical heritage, with particular attention to the paper «Closed commercial

state».
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
