Object of research: derivational structure of the verb.

Objective: characterizing word-formation types and methods of forming
verbs in Russian language.

The study of word-formation aspect of the functioning of verbs in the stories
by A. Chekhov established that verbs, accounting for 21% of the text, are dynamic
center of the story. Derived verbs occupy an important place in the stories. The
share of derived verbs account for at least a quarter of all functioning verbal
lexemes. Word-formation analysis showed that the most productive way of verbal
derivation is prefixing. The verbs of motion and rehabilitating activities possess the
strongest formative potential; they form word-formation paradigms. Artistic style
Is characterized by the functioning of the verbs of 0 - 2 degrees of word formation.

During the work, we used descriptive and analytical methods, techniques of
observation, description, quantitative analysis. Means of word formation
productivity characteristic is based on a statistical method.

The Diploma is written independently.

The scientific newness of the Diploma consists in the fact, that the word
formation aspect of verbs functioning in the stories by A. Chekhov was researched
for the first time.

Credibility of materials and results of the research are confirmed by
references to bibliographic sources, as well as by statistical data.

Results of the study can be used in the teaching of the Russian language, the
study of word-building aspects of the verb, learning the language of Chekhov's
works, when elaborating linguostylistic course.
