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This research is dedicated to "Our morning" show, which is broadcast on ONT
TV-channel — in particular to genres represented in the program.

The aim of this thesis is to study and evaluate the genre spectrum of "Our
morning" program on ONT channel, which is achieved through an analysis of
journalistic materials presented in the "Our morning"”, in terms of their thematic
diversity, technology of creation, quality of fulfillment and, of course, of belonging to
a certain genre.

Methods of work: analysis of the literature, theoretical analysis and synthesis,
observation, comparison, classification, description.

The novelty of this work is connected with the fact that the "morning show"
format is rather new for television post-Soviet countries. Morning channels receive
much less space in the textbooks and attention from researchers than, for example,
news programs or talk shows. Meanwhile, the specifics of morning shows, their
content and genre spectrum represent a very rich material for study.

During the research, the author comes to the following conclusion: the genre
spectrum of the "Our morning" program on ONT channel is rather wide, and it
includes fundamental journalistic genres (news items, reports, interviews), and the
specific forms that can be called typical mostly for morning programs — such as
review and thematic story.

The results of this study can be used primarily in television practice — to
improve concepts of morning programs and, in particular, improve the quality of their
content.

This work is made independently, without the involvement of professionals,
consultants and experts.
