The final thesis is search in the history of rhetoric. The objects of the re-
search are the chapters on irony and its varieties in the treatises of Alexandrian
grammarian Tryphon «On Tropes» (1% century B.C.), Byzantine scholar
Georgii Hirovosk «On poetic tropes» (6™ century C. E.), as well as the chapters
in the treatises of Marcus Fabius Quintilianus «Institutio Oratoria» (1* century
C. E.) and «Rhetoric for Herennium» (1* century B. C.). The subject of the re-
search — the meanings, which Tryphon, Hirovosk, Quintilianus and author of
«Rhetoric for Herennium» put into the category of irony and its varieties.

The objective of the research — the explication and characteristics of the ide-
as of irony in Greek and Roman rhetorical treatises.

Descriptive and comparative analysis methods are used in the thesis. The in-
terpretation of Ancient and Byzantine irony varieties was made according to the
modern linguo-stylistics and semasiology terminology.

It is shown that in the course of time the irony varieties narrowed from an-
cient four-member chain antiphrasis — hlevasmos — mykterismos — sarcasm (on
the basis of mockery strengthening) to two-member chain antiphrasis — sarcasm
(the last expressions of this category remained: sophisticated joke vs sarcasm).

The irony varieties and their illustrative examples in Ancient and Byzantine
rhetorical treatises are considered in detail for the first time. The obtained results
may be used in the courses of the history of linguistics, history of rhetoric, his-
torical poetics.

The final thesis is fully self-studied work, which results were reported at the
69" and 70™ Scientific Conferences of BSU students and postgraduates.
