The thesis «Types of the nomination of the sea and sea elements in Homer’s
works» consists of: introduction, three chapters, conclusion and references
which includes 17 positions.

The object of the research are the nouns that denote sea, the sea surface, the
depth of the sea, the bay and also the adjectives as the epithets of these nouns.

The purpose of the work: to establish basic lexemes on given semantics in
Homer’s poems; to identify the particularities of usage of distinct lexemes and
the epithets referring to them in different contexts; to do a statistical analysis of
the usage of different lexemes in the poems of Homer.

Research methods: etymological and semantic analysis; descriptive-
comparative method of description and comparison.

The novelty of the work: for the first time a comprehensive, versatile analy-
sis of the lexemes denoting the sea and sea elements has been done; analyzes the
compatibility of the nouns of the different semantics with various epithets; using
a wide material the operation of these combinations in the texts of the poems is
illustrated.

The practical significance: the obtained materials can be used at the lessons
of ancient Greek language and ancient literature.
