The subject of research: disharmony of interpersonal relations at students
with co-dependent behavior.



The objective of research: to reveal the interrelation of disharmony
interpersonal relations and co-dependency behavior at students.

In work the analysis of theoretical approaches of phenomena of the
interpersonal relations and codependent behavior is given. An analysis 1s made of an
actual problem of modern psychology: disharmony of interpersonal relationships at
students with co-dependent behavior. As a result of the carried-out analysis identified
disharmony of interpersonal relationships among students with co-dependent
behavior. Students with codependent behavior revealed disharmony, high tension and
alienation in interpersonal relations. Students with independent behavior revealed a
low level of alienation, constructiveness, self-worth interpersonal relationships.
Students with codependent behavior is more pronounced volume of interpersonal
needs than students with independent behavior.
