Annotation

The One Belt, One Road Initiative (hereinafter referred to as the
Initiative) is a strategy for the development of transport and other
infrastructure projects aimed at creating economic corridors from China
to Southeast Asia, Russia, Europe, the Middle East and South Asia.
Within the framework of this initiative, it is assumed that transport links
will be built, as well as infrastructure projects such as oil and natural gas
pipelines, power plants, utility networks, hydro and wind energy projects,
airports and seaports will be implemented.

This initiative involves the participation of foreign investors in the
implementation of various projects. At the same time, before becoming a
member of the "One Belt, One Road", foreign investors and their
consultants need to assess the legal risks of the proposed projects and
gain maximum control over these risks, including those related to the
resolution of possible disputes that may arise during the implementation
of projects.

It is assumed that three types of international disputes may arise
within the framework of the Initiative: commercial disputes between
entities directly involved in the Initiative's projects (primarily
construction disputes); investment disputes between investors and states,
as well as interstate trade and commercial disputes. For this reason, it
seems necessary already at the beginning of the Initiative to agree on the
issue of resolving the above-mentioned disputes, in particular, the issue of
choosing between national courts, arbitration or another form of dispute
resolution, for example, mediation. If the parties have chosen national
courts as a means of dispute resolution, it is necessary to make sure that
such courts have the authority to consider potential disputes. So, in this
regard, China has created two specialized courts to resolve disputes
arising from the Initiative.

The search for a dispute resolution mechanism that would be flexible,
impartial, and at the same time justify the costs and would be supported
by an international system of enforcement of decisions in the right
jurisdictions is an extremely important problem from a practical point of
view. The theoretical aspects of the problem of resolving investment
disputes in the context of the Initiative involve an analysis of existing
mechanisms, their ability to ensure the effectiveness and timeliness of the
implementation of the Initiative as a whole and each of its projects in
particular, addressing the issue of the specifics of dispute resolution
within the Initiative.

The object of research of this master's thesis is public relations
related to the settlement of investment disputes within the framework of
the "One Belt— One Road" initiative.



The subject of the study is the theoretical and law enforcement
aspects of resolving the above investment disputes.

Research methods: general scientific dialectical method of cognition,
general scientific methods of analysis and synthesis. In addition,
comparative legal, formal legal and historical research methods will be
used in the work.

The amount of the thesis is 65 pages, for writing the work were
used 61 sources.

The subject of the research: is the theoretical and law enforcement
aspects of resolving the above investment disputes.

Objective of research: is to determine the specific requirements of
the «Belt and Road» investment disputes on the basis of the existing
international investment dispute settlement mechanism, and to make
suggestions for the construction of the «Belt and Road» investment
dispute settlement mechanism for the application of these needs.

The methodology of scientific research: comprises a general
scientific systematic approach to the consideration of tasks using such
methods as legal, system-structural, formal-logical, comparative-legal, as
well as methods of analysis, and synthesis.

The results obtained and their novelty: the study considers the
advantages and disadvantages of the existing international investment
dispute settlement mechanism; analyzes the actual situation of investment
disputes along the «Belt and Road», as well as the specific demands of
countries along the route; analyzes the disadvantages of the existing
international investment dispute settlement mechanism when it is applied
to investment disputes along the «Belt and Road»; the development
prospects of the «Belt and Road» investment dispute settlement
mechanism.

Recommendations for using the results of the work: the results of
this research can be used in the theoretical research and law enforcement
stages of the «Belt and Road» dispute settlement mechanism, as the



actual construction of the mechanism and as a suggestion for the position
of the institution accepting international investment disputes.

The reliability of the materials and results of the thesis: the
materials used and the results of the thesis are reliable. The work was
done independently.
